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Communicating – Students are expected to:
1. exchange opinions on topics of interest
1. describe or narrate with some supporting detail an event, situation, or experience
1. discuss plans related to common activities
1. interact in English with growing confidence in familiar situations drawn from real life

Acquiring Information – Students are expected to:
1. research and use relevant information from a variety of age-appropriate English  resources to complete authentic tasks

Experiencing Creative Works- Students are expected to:
1. view, listen to, and read creative works, and respond to them in various ways

Understanding Culture and Society – Students are expected to:
1. identify customs and traditions that define English culture, their own culture, or both
1. identify cultural content in English resources
1. show awareness of and use some idiomatic phrases, formulae, and ritualized language expressions in oral and written forms of English
